The speaker will automatically play the music file(MP3. WMA.
WAV. FLAC. APE) after insert TF card/USB flash drive, and
the previous song and the next song can be selected by short
press the “ 14¢ ”/ “ »p1 ” button.

Bluetooth Function:

Please pair with your Bluetooth device as follows:

1.Turn on the amplifier and short press “Mode/Loop” key to switch
to Bluetooth mode. A voice will prompt “Bluetooth is waiting for
connection”. The screen will display “biUE” and the Bluetooth icon
“ @ ” will flashing.

2.From your mobile setting, turn on the Bluetooth function.Then
search for “T50” and connect. Bluetooth pairing is completed
with a voice prompt “Bluetooth is connected”. And the Bluetooth
icon “ @ ” will be stop flashing.

When playing music, please keep the amplifier close to the
Bluetooth-enable device to maintain a stable connection.

Monitor Function:

1.Plug in your headphones and you can hear the music the
machine is playing, including sound of the microphone, to get a
more realistic feeling for what you're recording live. At the same
time, the machine still has sound.

You can mute it with the remote control, and the machine will
have no sound, only the earphones have sound.
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Live Broadcast Function:

This feature allows you to achieve better recording effects during
live broadcasts.

When you use our machine to play music and use a micropho-
neto record a live broadcast, use the red cable in the standard
configuration. One end is plugged into the headphone jack of
your mobile phone, and the other end is plugged into the live
broadcast jack. This red line is passed from the machine to
achieve better recording sound.

Charging the device:

1.Please power off speaker when charging, please use the stan-
dard adapter, the other end connects with the power supply AC
220V to charge. Please unplug the adapter timely after fully cha-
rged ( the charging time is normally 6-7 hours ).

2.Battery status: There are 5 battery indicators on the screen
and each represents 20%. Full is 100%, 3 are 60%... Please
charge it timely when the speaker reminds with voice prompt
“Low battery, please charge”. The battery indicator will blink
when charging and it will stop blinking after fully charged and
battery show “ § ” 5 indicators are full.

3.Please charge it 1~2 hours more after fully charged to length-
en the life of battery. Please don’t over charge too much time.

4.Please charge the battery within 48 hours if the battery is too
low. Keep the speaker with power if not use.
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Wireless Microphone Operation:

1.Switch ON / OFF:

1.Long press “®” to switch on and there
will be UHF frequency point by default sh-
ows on the screen. Then turn on the spe-
aker, speaker and microphone will connect
automatically.

2.Short press the “Mode/Loop” button to select UHF mode, long
press “Mode/Loop” to enter into UHF wireless pairing status with
“UHF is waiting for connection”.

3.Switch on the UHF wireless MIC by long press “ O ”, display
will show a default frequency point. Quick press “ ® ” button 3
times, the currency frequency point will stop flashing, and a voice
prompt will say, “UHF is connected”, it means wireless MIC
pairing with speaker successfully. Please manually pair the
second microphone in the same way. Then it's possible to
amplify voice with two wireless MIC.
